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PROPOSED BY-LAWS AMENDMENT

At the August, 2, 2011 general membership meeting of the Parrot Head Club of Tidewater, there
will be a vote to adjudicate the acceptance of a proposed by -law change.

The change proposed is as follows:
EXISTING BY-LAW Language:

ARTICLE IV BOARD OF DIRECTORS
A. The Board of Directors shall consist of eight (8) members. Each member shall have one vote on all
matters before the board.

PROPOSED BY-LAW Language:

ARTICLE IV BOARD OF DIRECTORS
A. The Board of Directors shall consist of seven (7) members. Each member shall have one vote on all
matters before the board.

This proposed by-law change was submitted by Sharon Pitz. The purpose of the change is to propose to
permanently retire the Board of Di r dounder,Bdneie Haeed,t
and to honor all of the wonderful work that she did for our club before her passing. This would reduce
the Board from eight (8) members to seven (7). It is believed that this will not affect the oversight
capacity of the Board of Directors and because our club size has decreased from approximately 200
members in years past to an average of 125 members now, that seven Board members would more
than adequately serve the c¢clubés membership.
