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Trop Rock On Demand   
 

Iõve always been a Jimmy Buffett fan but a trip to a Las Vegas concert in 2008 ended up being an eye 

opening experience to a veritable treasure trove of new music. The long and short of it is that trip led to join-

ing the PHCOT, meeting lots of fun, positive people and being introduced to the music of our very own Calypso 

Nuts é and then discovering that the Nuts are a part of a network of musical artists who are all things Trop 

Rock. You can only listen to so much classic rock on Bob FM and the Fox, and you can only listen to so much JB 

on Radio Margaritaville for that matter (blasphemy, I know!); so my introduction to the rest of the tropical 

rock world has been quite refreshing.  

Harry Belafonte is considered by many to be the grandfather of tropical rock, and Jimmy Buffett, of 

course, is the father of the trop rock genre. Harry brought us the likes of Jump in the Line, Island in the Sun, 

Coconut Woman and Jamaica Farewell. Jimmy brought us all the songs you know by heart. In their wake an in-

credible number of talented musicians and songwriters have continued to contribute to the genre that has 

evolved from their music.  

The better known artists can be heard on Radio Margaritaville from time to time. Howard Livingston, 

Scott Kirby, The Boat Drunks and even our Calypso Nuts get occasional airtime. But letõs face it; the majority 

of the music on Radio Margaritaville is all -things -Buffett é not that thereõs anything wrong with thatJ 

But you do have options! There are an increasing number of internet radio stations dedicated to the 

emerging trop rock genre, and you donõt need to be sitting at your computer to listen to them.  Beachfront 

Radio, Conch Republic Radio, Live365 and Island Time (to name a few) offer up 24/7 Trop Rock.  

Now you can listen to the likes of Bob Karwin, Brent Burns, Don Middlebrook, Hugo Duarte, John Frinzi 

(Friday, Patti and Reno too!), Kelly McGuire, Mark Mulligan, Ramajay Intercoastal and many, many more, when-

ever you want. My personal favorite station is Beachfront Radio www.beachfrontradio.com . Their music selec-

tion is great and they promote Parrot Head club events throughout the country.  

If I am sitting at my computer at home Iõm streaming the audio to my attached speakers. When Iõm at my 

business I connect my computer to the stereo that feeds the speakers in my showroom. Many customers ask 

what station we are listening to. Who doesnõt like this stuff?! 

You can listen on your smart phone!  Yup, that was the clincher for me.  I was all -in when I learned my cell 

phone was also my mp3 player and my access to internet radio stations. I splurged and bought the Bose ear 

buds with the mic ð I can be listening to music, take a call with a push of a button, and go back to the music 

automatically when i hang up é SWEET! 

Youõll need the Tune-In Radio app to make it happen. Itõs easily downloaded and free but I recommend the 

99 cent upgrade for the extra functions and updates. With the Tune -In Radio app you can receive thousands 

of stations, including Radio Margaritaville, for free!  

In -car listening? Got it covered. The newer car stereos have a jack to directly connect your player. If you 

drive an older car that has a cassette player é well, it still has a use é you can buy a cassette adapter at Radio 

Shack that has a wire that comes off of the cassette adapter and plugs into your smart phone.  

Whatõs not to like about Trop Rock? Itõs a fun, breezy musical sunshine world of steel drums, sandy 

beaches, flip flops, sailing, bikinis and rum. Now you can enjoy it 24/7. Iõm taking my trop rock with me    

wherever I go!
